The forks need to be pointed down when the
forklift travels without aload and kept pointed up when travelling with aload. The Counterbalance forklift is
the most popular kind. This unit features front-mounted hooks and has a weight situated in the back to offset
or counter the front load balance. This lift truck has no extended arms and is simple to operate. Drivers can
ride up the load or the racking.
